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Minutes for the 137" meeting of the Board of Approval for Special
Economic Zones (SEZs) held on 27th February, 2026

The One Hundred and Thirty-Seven (137th) meeting of the Board of Approval (BoA)
for Special Economic Zones (SEZs) was held on 27th February, 2026, through hybrid
mode. The list of participants is at Annexure-I.

The item-wise decisions taken by the Board are as below-
Agenda Item No. 137.1:

Ratification of the minutes of the 136'h meeting of the Board of Approval
for Special Economic Zones (SEZs) held on 3ot January, 2026.

The Board ratified the minutes of the 136t meeting of the BoA for SEZs held on 30t
January, 2026.

Agenda Item No. 137.2:

Request for extension of LoA of SEZ Unit | 1 proposal —137.2(i) ]|

137.2(1) Request of M /s. ASA Agrotech Private Limited located at
JNPA-SEZ for extension of LLOA beyond 20.04.2024 for 3rd ex post facto
extension for regularisation of L.oA i.e. 22.04.2024 to 21.04.2025 and
further 4th extension of one year i.e. 22.04.2025 10 21.04.2026.

DC SEEPZ-SEZ informed that M/s. ASA Agrotech Private Limited is unit at JNPA SEZ
developed by Jawaharlal Nehru Port Authority (JNPA)-a Government entity under the
Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways. The Letter of Approval (1.oA) was issued
on 22.04.2021. The L.oA of the Unit was extended twice and was valid till 20.04.2024.
It was informed that the Unit has requested for extension of 1.oA and assured that once
the LoA is extended, the infrastructure developmental activities will be aceclerated and
so that business activities could commence.

The Developer - JNPA has conveyed its no objection and recommended the extension
of the LOA after considering all relevant factors. Accordingly, DC, SEEPZ has
recommended the proposal for extension of LoA on the request of the Unit for 3rd ex-
post facto extension for regularization of LoA i.e. 22.04.2024 to 21.04.2025 and 4th
extension of one year i.e. 22.04.2025 t0 21.04.2026.

In this regard, DGEP observed that the validity of 1.oA for unit has expired on
20.04.2024 and it needs to be discussed if the proposal is legally tenable to provide
extension in view of Rule 19(5) of SEZ Rules 2006. On this, DC, SEEPZ informed
that the Unit had submitted its request for further extension of L.oA on 11.06.2024
along with a request for condonation of delay of about two months and the subject
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matter remained continuously under examination and several correspondences was
made between the Unit and O/o DC, SEEPZ and JNPA (the Developer) addressing the
deficiencies, clarification and follow-up. Thus, DC, SEEPZ submitted to the Board that
the request may be treated as that forf regularisation of a pending extension matter
and not as grant of a fresh retrospective extension. It was also informed by DC, SEEPZ
that the Developer has given its NoC for grant of extension in validity of LoA to the
Unit.

Accordingly, after consideration of the reasons for delay, i.e., date of submission of
initial request, investment made, No-objection of Developer and submissions of DC,
SEEPZ SEZ, the Board being satisfied that it is necessary and expedient in pursuance
to extant provisions of SEZ Act/ Rules, including third proviso to Rule 19(4) of SEZ
Rules, 2006, regularised the validity of LoA of M/s. ASA Agrotech Private Limited up
to 21.04.2025 and granted extension of validity of LoA upto 21.04.2026.
Simultaneously, the Board directed DC, SEEPZ to ensure tangible development/
progress during the period of extension, for any further consideration of extension of
LoA by BoA.

137.3(1) Request of M/s. Tala Semiconductor Manufacturing Private
Limited seeking Formal approval for setting up of Electronic Hardware
and Software including I'T/ITES SEZ at Plot No. 255 and 238 (part 2 which
are a part of Survey No 151, Dholera Village) Industrial Zone in town
Planning Scheme 2A, Dholera Special Investment Region, Gujarat over an
area of 66.17 Ha.

The Board was apprised by DC, KASEZ that the M/s. Tata Semiconductor
Manufacturing Private Limited, as a Developer, proposes to set up Electronic
Hardware and Software, including I'T/ITES, SEZ at Dholera, Gujarat over an area of
66.17 Ha. The Developer proposes to invest up to 31,075 crore for construction of
facility. Thereafter, investment to the tune of 90,451 crore will be made as a Unit for
manufacturing of semiconductor and electronic components. DC, KASEZ informed
that the project will create approximately 1900 direct and 20000 indirect persons in a
period of 5 years.

Further, DC KASEZ informed the Board that M/s. Tata Semiconductor Manufacturing
Private Limited and India Semiconductor Mission(ISM), Digital India Corporation
(under Ministry of Electronices and Information Technology or MeitY, Government of
India) has entered into a Fiscal Support Agreement (FSA). One of the requirements
under the Fiscal Support Agreement is that the obligations of M/s. Tata
Semiconductor Manufacturing Private Limited under the FSA shall be secured by
creation of mortgage over the project land (66.17 Ha where SEZ is proposed to be set

up) in favour of ISM. Taking into consideration the amendment in Rule 7 of SEZ Rules,
2006 vide Notification dated 03.06.2025, and the mandatory condition set by ISM,
MeitY (Government of India) on M/s. Tata Semiconductor Manufacturing Private
Limited for mortgaging the land for the purpose of securing the financial support from
the former, and the large investment proposed by M/s. Tata Semiconductor
Manufacturing Private Limited, the Board granted relaxation in the condition of
encumbrance free area as the said area on which the SEZ is proposed to be established
is mortgaged to the authorised agency of the Central Government (ISM).

The Board, after deliberations, granted Formal Approvalto M/s. Tata
Semiconductor Manufacturing Private Limited for setting up of Electronic Hardware
and Software, including IT/ITES, SEZ at Plot No. 255 and 238 (part 2 which are a part
of Survey No 151, Dholera Village) Industrial Zone in town Planning Scheme 2A,
Dholera Special Investment Region, Gujarat over an arca of 66.17 Ha.

The Board observed that the M/s. NDR Infrastructure Private Limited proposes to
invest up to Rs. 316.1075 Cr for establishment of Multi Sector SEZ which will create
employment for approximately 1000 direct/indirect persons in 1st year of
operation. Further, the Board was also informed that M/s. NDR Infrastructure
Private Limited was earlier granted In-Principle Approval on 08.06.2021 which is
valid till 30.06.2026. Now, after getting the area of 58.3475 Hectares and fulfilling
other mandatory condition, M/s. NDR Infrastructure Private I.td has requested for
Formal Approval.

The Board, after deliberations, granted Formal Approval to the proposal of M/s. NDR
Infrastructure Private L.td. to set up their Multi-Sector SFZ in 58.3475 Hectares at
Soorai, Aayal, Govindacheri & Govindacherrikuppam Villages in Sholingar Taluk,
Ranipet District, Tamil Nadu over an area of 58.3475 Ha.

The Board observed that M/s. MTJ Vizag (1) Private Limited has entered into
agreement with the Developer on 07.07.2025, which is a condition required to be

fulfilled under the Section 3(11) of SEZ Act, 2005 and DC has also recommended the
proposal.

'The Board, after deliberations, approved the proposal of M/s. M'T'J Vizag (1) Private
Limited for Co-developer status in M/s. Adhistan Private Limited, (formerly known as
M/s. Brandix India Apparel City Private Limited SEZ) at Achutapuram, Pudimadaka,
Anakapali District, Andhra Pradesh for Construction of a Business Hotel in non-
processing area of SEZ, without any duty/tax benefits, in the dual-use area of non-
processing area over an area 1.562 Acres (0.632 Ha) (Sy. Nos.217, 253 P, 266P), in
accordance with the Co-developer Agreement dated 07.07.2025, entered into with the
Developer (M/s. Adhistan Private Limited) subject to the condition that the co-
developer must submit the certificate in compliance to Rule 11A(3)(c) of SEZ Rules
and subject to standard terms and conditions as per the SEZ Act and Rules. Further,
the Assessing Officer will have the right to examine the taxability of the income by way
of lease rentals/down payment/premium, etc. for the purpose of assessment under the
prevalent Income-tax Act, 1961 and Income-tax Rules, 1962 as amended from time to
time. The lease period shall be in accordance with DoC's Instruction No. 98 dated 29th
August, 2019.

Agenda Item No. 137.6:

Request for full/partial de-notification of SEZ |5 proposals 137.6(1) —
137.6(v)|

137.6(1) Proposal of M/s. Flextronics Technologies India Private
Limited, Developer for partial de-notification of 15.42 Ha out of 76.14 Ha
of I'T/ITES Electronic Components & Hardware Manufacturing & Related
Services, Flextronics SEZ at Plot No.3. Phase-11, SIPCOT Industrial Park,
Sandavellore C, Sriperumbudur, Kanchipuram, 'Tamil Nadu.

The Board was informed that the main reason for instant partial de notification
proposal is to convert 15.42 Hectares from SEZ into Domestic Tariff Area so as to
mitigate the adverse impact of post Covid drop in export orders, as tax incentives are
also not available in SEZs. It has been further submitted that the capacity utilization
has dropped to less than 10%.

'The Board was further informed that on-site inspection was conducted on 18.12.2025
in presence of officers of O/o DC, MSEZ along with State Special Tahsildar and
Surveyor wherein it was confirmed that the Developer of the SEZ would continue
fulfilling the contiguity conditions stipulated under Rule 5 (Read with Rule 7) of the
SEZ Rules, 2006, even after partial de-notification.
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DC, MEPZ certified that there are no units in the area proposed for denotification and
the Developer has not availed tax/duty benefits under the SEZ Act/Rules, in respect of
the land being de-notified to his satisfaction. It was also informed that the State
Government of Tamil Nadu has recommended the proposal of partial de-notification.

In this regard, DGEP observed that after the proposed partial denotification, complete
exit of the Developer through de-notification of its entire remaining area may render
the existing Developer—Co-Developer framework unworkable and inconsistent with
the statutory scheme.

DC, MEPZ clarified that M/s. Flextronics Technologies India Private Limited will
continue as the Developer along with SIPCOT as Co-developer for the area remaining
in the SEZ after the proposed de-notification. Further, it was submitted that M/s.
Flextronics Technologies India Private Limited is not surrendering its L.oA and it will
be the part of SEZ ecosystem after the proposed partial de-notification.

The Board, being satisfied, in pursuance to first proviso to Rule 8 of SEZ Rules, 2006
approved the partial de-notification of 15.42 Ha out of 76.14 Ha of M/s. Flextronics
Technologies India Private Limited, IT/ITES Electronic Components & Hardware
Manufacturing & Related Services, Flextronics SEZ at Plot No.3. Phase-II, SIPCOT
Industrial Park, Sandavellore C, Sriperumbudur, Kanchipuram, Tamil Nadu.

137.6(ii1) Proposal of M/s. State Industries Promotion Corporation of
Tamil Nadu Limited, Developer for partial de-notification of 18.753 Ha out
of 73.991 Ha of STPCOT Hi Tech SEZ for Electronic Hardware and related
Support Services including Trading and logistics operalions at
Oragadam, Sriperumbudur Taluk Kanchipuram Dislrict, Tamil Nadu.

DC, MEPZ informed the Board that the reasons for the instant partial de-notification
proposal is lack of export business of unit(s) occupying the said area. Additionally,
these unit(s) have good domestic demand, and hence the proposal for conversion of
18.753 Hectares from SEZ into Domestic Tariff Arca.

The Board was further informed that on-site inspection was conducted on 18.12.2025
in presence of officials of MEPZ along with State Specified Tahsildar, Deputy Inspector
of Survey and Project Officer of SIPCOT wherein it has been confirmed that the
Developer of the SEZ would continue fulfilling the contiguity condition stipulated
under Rule 5 (Read with Rule 7) of the SEZ Rules, 2006, and they are satisfied that the
Developer meets the parameter required as per SEZ Rules 2006.

DC, MEPZ certified that there are no units in the area proposed for denotification and
the Developer had not availed Tax/Duty benefits under the SEZ Act/Rules, in r/o of
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the land being de-notified to satisfaction of DC. The State Government of Tamil Nadu
has provided its ‘No Objection’.

The Board, being satisfied, in pursuance to first proviso to Rule 8 of SEZ Rules, 2006
approved the partial de-notification of 18.753 Ha out of 73.991 Ha of Engineering
SEZ for Electronic Hardware and related Support Services including Trading and
Logistics operations at SIPCOT Hi Tech SEZ, Oragadam, Sriperumbudur Taluk
Kanchipuram District, Tamil Nadu.

137.6(1ii) Proposal of M/s. Shyamaraju & Company (India) Private
Limited, Developer for partial de-notification of 6.28 Ha out of 9.80 Ha of
I'l/I'TES SEZ at Kundalahalli Village, Krishnarajapuram, Hobli, Bangalore
East Taluk, Bangalore District, Karnataka.

DC, CSEZ informed the Board that the reasons for the instant partial de notification
proposal is substantial decrease in the demand of SEZ space in the last few years and
the income tax benefit had also lapsed over the past years. [t was added that only 20%
of the office space has been leased out to units and 80% of the built-up space remains
vacant. The prolonged vacancy is adversely affecting the cash flow of the Developer.
The de-notified area will be developed as Industrial park for non SEZ clients.

The Board was further informed that on-site inspection was conducted on 19.12.2025
in the presence of SEZ officials along with State Revenue Authority wherein it was
confirmed that the land to be de-notified is partially vacant and it continues to fulfill
the contiguity condition. Further the DC certified that all conditions as required under
the SEZ Act/Rules are fully met for the denotification.

Further, the DC certified that there are no units in the SEZ area proposed for de
notification and the Developer has returned all Tax/Duty benefits availed under the

SEZ Act/Rules, in respect of of the land being de-notified to the satisfaction of DC and
State Govt. has provided its -No Objection.

The Board, being satisfied, in pursuance to first proviso to Rule 8 of SEZ Rules, 2006
approved the partial de-notification of 6.28 Ha out of 9.80 Ha of I'l/ITES SEZ at
Kundalahalli Village, Krishnarajapuram, Hobli, Bangalore East Taluk, Bangalore
District, Karnataka.

137.6(iv) Proposal of M/s. Andhra Pradesh Industrial Infrastructure
Corporation Limited, Developer for partial de-notification of 115.51 Ha
out of 500.10 Ha of Multi Product SEZ at Dwarakapuram and Palepolam
Villages, Naidupeta and Pellakuru Mandal, Nellore District Andhra
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The Board was informed that the reason for instant partial de notification proposal is

to convert 115.51 Hectares from SEZ into Domestic Tariff Area as most of the
Entreprencurs are approaching APIIC for allotment of land on sale basis instead of
allotment on lease basis as they want Agreement for sale/sale deed for obtaining the
financial assistance from the Banks, since the Banks are insisting for sale Deed
Documents.

The Board was further informed that on-site inspection was conducted on 03.09.2025
in the presence of SEZ officials, Specified Officer, Tehsildar, Naidupeta & Tehsildar,
Pellakur, along with Zonal Manager, APIIC Limited and it was informed that as per
the inspection of the land proposed for partial denotification, the land measuring
115.51 Ha is vacant and has no units in the said arca. The land remaining after the
proposed partial denotification is not contiguous and a public thoroughfare at Km 11/4
to 12/0 of Naidupeta-Rapur road passing through the SEZ. In this regard, the
Developer has submitted a request for waiver of the contiguity and no thoroughfare
condition as per Rule-5 & 7 of SEZ Rules 2006.

Further, DC, VSEZ informed that the present proposal for de-notification will not alter
the existing status quo in respect of the subject land. It was also informed that the
Developer shall make necessary arrangements to ensure proper connectivity between
the two parcels of land which stand bifurcated due to the State Highway, so as to
maintain functional and operational continuity of the area concerned.

The Board was informed there are no units in the SEZ area proposed for de-
notification and the Developer has returned all Tax/Duty benefits availed under the
SEZ Act/Rules, in r/o of the land being de-notified to DC satisfaction and State Govt. of
Andhra Pradesh has provided its *“No Objection’.

After deliberations, it was observed that the Board had earlier decided to relax the
contiguity condition in terms of the provisio to Rule 7(2) of the SEZ Rules, during its
315t meeting dated 15.01.2009. However, this decision was subject to certain
conditions, which have still not been complied with by the Developer. The conditions
are reproduced as under:

“(1)  Developers would establish contiguity by dedicated  security
gates/overbridges/underpass thereby ensuring that no authorised entry would be
possible into the SEZ through these throughfares and also fence both sides of road
with 2.4 meter high wall/chain link fencing and 0.6 meter barbed wire fencing as
per the provisions of the SEZ Rules prior to amendment dated 16th March 2007.

(11) No tax benefits would be available for the measures taken to establish contiguity.

(it1) The formal approval from authorities concerned like NHAI and others would be
submitted to the department of commerce and work for establishing contiguity
would be started only atter obtaining the requisite approvals.
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(iv) No LoA for any SEZ unit will be issued till the entire measures to establish
contiguity and securitization of the processing area are completed.”

Therefore, the Board directed DC, VSEZ, to ensure compliance of the aforesaid
conditions at the earliest.

Accordingly, the Board rejected the instant proposal for partial de-notification with
the direction that compliance of the earlier imposed conditions be ensured and
reported prior to forwarding of the proposal for consideration of BoA.
